INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this document is to present the programme designed for a capacity building session
for representatives of relevant institutions and CSOs on the situation of Roma street children. This
programme (Output 13)? contributes to the implementation of Activity 1.6 (“Assessment with
recommendations and identifying the specific needs, challenges and measures for institutional
support for targeting the Roma street children and delivery of a training”). To this end, it draws on
the draft Assessment report with recommendations for care of Roma Street children (Output 12)
produced in the framework of the same Activity.® At the same time, this document constitutes the
basis for the final output of this Activity, delivery of the training programme (Output 14).

APPROACH

The goal of the training programme is to enhance the capacity of actors involved in providing
support for Roma street children through a structured presentation and discussion of the findings of
the Assessment report with recommendations for care of Roma street children. The consultations
with the relevant institutions and civil society organizations held in the framework of the
assessment underlying the current programme yielded the conclusion that a single, central training
event bringing together key actors from government institutions and civil society would provide the
best basis for developing measures to address the specific needs and challenges faced by Roma
street children with an eye to improving institutional support targeting this group.

TRAINING DESIGN

The training will be delivered as a one-day event in Skopje by the Senior Non-Key Expert (SNKE)
— Roma Street Children Inclusion Expert, who also led the preparation of the Assessment report
with recommendations for care of Roma street children.

Administrative and logistical support in preparing, implementing, assessing, and reporting on the
training will be provided by the EPTISA Project Team. A draft agenda for the training event is
provided in Annex 1.

The training will start with personal introductions of the participants attending the training.
Following the introductions a general overview will be given of the project’s Activity 1.6
“Assessment with recommendations and identifying the specific needs, challenges and measures
for institutional support for targeting the Roma street children and delivery of a training”.
